 Family Reunification

On 20 December 2024, the matter that the child concerned has been sexually abused by his cousin aged 15 years was reported. The biological mother reported that the child has been living with his father and grandmother (she could not confirm the address at the time). She stated that the child came to visit her for two weeks. She reported to be living on the street for 25 years. The biological mother reported using substances. She was previously arrested for possession of illegal drugs.

The mother has five other children (24) (22) (18) and a minor child (14) who is currently in foster care with a family member.

The main concerns highlighted were:
· The birth of the child is not registered therefore he do not have a birth certificate.
· The biological mother is unemployed and living on the streets.
· The biological mother reports that she has no family for assistance
· The biological mother allegedly uses the illegal substance Crystal meth
· The biological mother has been arrested for possession of drugs.
· The child has never attended school.
· The child is not stimulated as the biological mother lacks parental skills
· 
The child was then removed and he has been placed in the temporary safe care of Protea CYCC.

In July 2025 the matter has been finalized at Children’s Court and the following intervention has occurred:
· The child has started school.
· He was reunified with his paternal family.
· CMR assisted the family with material relief such as school supplies.
· CMR assisted the family a few times with food parcels
· The social worker is currently assisting the paternal grandmother with the process of having the child’s birth registered at the department of home affairs (the next appointment is 2 March 2026). A Court order was granted that will assist in the late birth registration process as the biological mother does not have an identity document due to never being registered with Home Affairs.
· The whereabouts of the biological mother is currently unknown.
· The biological father has passed away in December 2024.
· The child is currently doing well at school despite being academically delayed. He is working hard and determined to learn. The undersigned recently conducted a home visit and the child appeared well cared for and he reported enjoying his new school.
